u uznapredovaloj Parkinfonovoj bolesti?

Sastav Duodopa 20 mg/ml + 5 mg/ml intestinalni gel (levodopa/karbidopa); 1 ml sadrzi 20 mg levodope i 5 mg karbidope hidrata.
Terapijske indikacije Lijecenje uznapredovale Parkinsonove bolesti s terapijskim odgovorom na levodopu, s teskim motornim fluktuacijama
i hiper-/diskinezijom, kada dostupne kombinacije lijekova za lijecenje Parkinsonove bolesti nisu dale zadovoljavajuce rezultate. Prije
uvodenga trajne sonde, mora biti pozitivan klinicki odgovor na primjenu Duodope kroz priviemenu nazoduodenalnu sondu. Kontraindi-
kacije Preosjetljivost na levodopu, karbidopu ili bilo Koju pomocnu tvar; glaukom uskog kuta; teska insuficijencija jetre ili bubrega; tesko
sr¢ano zatajenje; teska sr¢ana aritmija; akutni mozdani udar. Istodobna primjena sa selektivnim inhibitorima monoaminooksidaze (MAO)
i MAO tipa A, a njihova primjena mora se prekinuti najmanje 2 tjedna prije pocetka lije¢enja Duodopom. Stanja kod kojih su kontraindici-
raniadrenergici, npr, feokromocitom, hipertiroidizam i Cushingov sindrom. Posebna upozorenja i mjere opreza pri uporabi Ne
greporu&uje se u lijecenju ekstrapiramidnih reakcija izazvanih lijekovima. Oprez kod bolesnika s teskom kardiovaskularnom ili Eluc’nor_n_
olesc¢u, bronhalnom astmom, bubreznom, jetrenom ili endokrinom boles¢u, s kroni¢nim glaukomom 3irokog kuta, peptickim ulkusom ili
konvulzijama u anamnezi, infarktom miokarda u anamnezi s posljedicom aritmije, sa psinozom ili psihozom u anamnezi. Pazljivo motriti
radi otkrivanja mentalnih promjena, depresije sa suicidalnim namjerama i ostalih ozbiljnih mentalnih promjena. Prijavljeno je patolosko
kockanje, pojacan libido i hiperseksualnost. Erez pri istodobnoj primjeni s antipsihoticima koji blokiraju dopaminske receFtore. Oprez uz
druge lijekove koji mogu prouzrociti ortostatsku h\potenzwﬂ'u. Pri naglom prestanku primjene prijavljen’je skup simptoma slican malignom
neuroleptickom sindromu (misi¢na rigidnost, povidena tjelesna temperatura, mentalne promjene - agitacija, konfuzija, koma i povisene
vrijednosti kreatin fosfokinaze u serumu. Uz potrebe opce .anestezge, lijecenje se moZze nastaviti sve dok bolesnik smije primati tekucinu
i lijekove na usta. Nuzan oprez_pri voznji i rukovanju strojevima. Sadrzi hidrazin koji moZze biti genotoksican i moguce kancerogen. U
slucaju privremenog prekida lijecenja, nastavlja se primjena istoj dozi, ¢im bude dopusten peroralan unos hrane i lijekova. Smanijiti dozu u
slucaju diskinezije inducirane levodopom. Preporucuje se periodi¢no kontrolirati jetrenu, hematopoetsku, kardiovaskularnu i'bubreznu
funkciju. Zabiljezene su izolirane prijave blokade sonde za 3astrostomu iili intestinalne opstrukcije radi nastanka bezoara s pogorsanjem
simptoma Parkinove bolesti, smanjenu djelotvornost, abdominalnu bol, mucninu i povracanje, ulceracije Zeluca i crijeva.”U slucaju
smanjene sposobnosti rukovanja sustavom njegovatelj mora pomagati bolesniku. Iznenadno ili postupno pogorsanje bradikinezije moze
znaciti opstrukciju unutar sustava, $to treba istraziti. Doziranje i nacin primjene Duodopa je gel za kontinuiranu intestinalnu primjenu
izravno u dvanaesnik ili u gornjl dio tankog crijeva uz pomo¢ prijenosne pumpe, trajnom sondom (vanjska transabdominalna sonda i
unutarnja intestinalna sonda) preko perkutane endoskopske gastrostome. Prije lijecenja preko trajne sonde, preporucuje se koristiti
riviemenu nazoduodenalnu sondu. Dozu prilagoditi da bi se postigao optimalan klinicki odgovor svakog bolesnika, produljujuci
unkcionalno "on" razdoblje tijekom dana smanjivanjem broja i trajanja "off" epizoda (bradikinezija) te skracivanjem "on" razdoblja s
onesposobljavajucom diskinezijom. U pocetku primjenjivati kao monoterapiju. Ako su potrebni drugi lijekovi za Parkinsonovu bolest,
mogu se uzimati istodobno. Za primjenu Duodope mora se koristiti CADD-legacy Duodopa pumpa. Lijecenje trajnom sondom moze se
rekinuti bilo kada, tako da se izvadi sonda i ostavi ranu da zacijeli, a lijecenje nastaviti oralnim pripravcima koji sadrze
evodopu/karbidopu. Ukupna dnevna doza Duodope sastoji se od tri zasebno prilagodene doze: jutarnja bolus, kontinuirana soza
odrzavanja i dodatne bolus doze. Jutarnja doza: odrediti na osnovi unosa levodope prethodnog jutra + volumena za punjenje sonde.
UkuPna jutarnja doza obi¢no iznosi 5 - 10 ml, $to odgovara 100 - 200 mg levodope. Ukupna jutarnja doza ne smije prelaziti 15 ml (300
mg levodope). Terapijska razina uz pomo¢ pumpe brzo se postigne (unutar 10 - 30 minuta). Kontinuirana doza odrzavanja: titrira se po 2
mg/na sat O,1_m\/sat£, racuna prema unosu levodope tijekom prethodnog dana. Kada se prestanu uzimati dodatni héekow, dozu Duodope
treba prilagoditi. Kontinuirana doza odrzavanja {e individualno prilagodena. Mora se odrzavati u rasponu od 1 - 10 ml/sat (20 - 200 mg
levodope/sat), a obicno iznosi 2 - 6 ml/sat (40 - 120 mg levodope/sat). Maksimalna preporucena dnevna doza iznosi 200 ml. U iznimnim
su slucajevima potrebne vide doze. Dodatne bolus doze: Daju se po potrebi, u slucaju pojave hipokinezije. Dodatnu dozu individualno
prilagodavati, obi¢no od 0,5 - 2,0 ml. U rijetkim su sluCajevima potrebne vise doze. Ako je potrebno vise od 5 dodatnih bolus doza tiéekom
dana, mora se povisiti dozu odrzavanja. Ako je medicinski opravdano, Duodopa se moze primjenjivati tijekom noci. Iznenadno slabljenje
terapijskog odgovora, s ponovnom pojavom motornih fluktuacija, mora pobuditi sumnju da se pomaknuo distalni dio sonde iz
dvanaesnika uZeludac. Polozaj sonde mora se rendgenski odrediti te njezin kraj pod radioloskom kontrolom ponovno postaviti u
dvanaesnik. Prije koristenja, kazetu priCvrstiti za prijenosnu pumpu, a sustav spojiti na nazoduodenalnu sondu ili transabdominalni
ulaz/duodenalnu sondu, u skladu s uputama. Kazete s lijekom su jednokratne i ne smiju se koristiti dulje od jednog dana (do 16 sati), ni
ako je ostalo nesto lijeka. Ne ponovno koristiti otvprenu kazetu, Kako se priblizava kraj roka valjanosti, gel moze postati lagano Zzuckast.
To ne utjece na koncentraciju lijeka ili lijecenje. Ceste nuspojave Anoreksija, halucinacije, konfuzija,” no¢ne more, pospanost, umor,
nesanica, depresija s vrlo rijetkim pokusajima suicida, euforija, demencija, psihoti¢ne epizode, osjecaj stimulacije, diskinezije, koreati¢ni
pokreti, distonija, "on-off" epizode, omaglica, bradikinezija, somnolencija, palpitaﬂe, nepravilni otkucaji srca, ortostatska hipotenzija,
sklonost gubljenju svijesti, sinkopa, mu¢nina, povracanje, suhoca usta, gorak okus. osite{' odobrenja za stavljanje IiEeka u promet:
